1) Justice Wargrave = 

a. Invitation to island = a letter from Constance Culmington got him there. 

b. Crime = He convicted a criminal and sentenced him to death unjustly because Wargrave had a grudge against him. In other words, he purposed killed the defendant. 

c. Soldier = 6th soldier = shot dead.
d. In the end, he _________ and killed ________ because __________. 

2) Vera Claythorne = nanny/secretary, has a dreadful secret about drowning, 

a. Invitation = invited to do a nanny job in a letter from Nancy Owen. She was grateful for the job and the trip.
