LOTF Survival Guide

So, how do you survive on the island in The Lord of the Flies? It’s your job to explain how. Your task is to make a survival guide or travel brochure for someone who might visit the island. The writing for this is what’s called “technical writing.” It is very similar to formal language, but with a splash of creativity. You are telling facts about the island and describing tasks to accomplish, however, you are also luring people to the island with creative descriptions. Some writing tricks you might use are asking questions, powerful adjectives and easy-to-read formatting such as bullets, headings and color-coordination. Your brochure must contain the following:

1) A sufficient amount of appropriate pictures to entice people to come to the island. These can be drawn, from clipart or from the Internet.
2) Technical writing elements that are typically in news articles: short separated, uses language appropriate to audience and subject, uses quotations where appropriate, minimal use of jargon, clear purpose to the information, and includes only essential information, effective page layout for clarity. 

3) A thorough, vivid description of the island’s geography. Describe the landscape, the view, and all of the aesthetically pleasing aspects of the island. Use chapter 3 as a reference for help.

4) A myriad of reasons to come to the island. This should be arranged in a manner that is easy to read, direct, clear and convincing. 

5) Three testimonials from happy visitors to the island. This might be from littluns that happy to eat fruit, build sand castles and “emit” wherever they want; it may be from Ralph happy about calling meetings, or from Simon who is thrilled to go to a solace for meditation or from Roger who can act out his primal savage instincts. Be sure to use dialogue punctuation correctly.
6) Any other information you might deem necessary to convince the reader that they should come to the island and/or how to survive on the island.

The point is that after reading the concise, direct, to-the-point brochure that the reader will want to come to the island and will know what they have to do on the island to survive and enjoy himself or herself. Everyone needs to construct their own brochure. The best brochure will earn points for your tribe.

National Graphic: Barcelona, Spain
Long pegged as a mere “smokestack city,”Barcelona has come into its own since the 1992 Olympics, and today is one of the liveliest tourist destinations in Europe. Cradled between the Mediterranean and the Serra de Collserola hills, Spain’s second largest metropolis arguably eclipses Madrid as a showcase for the arts, music, and cutting-edge design. A morning’s walk can take you from the original Roman settlement, much of it still intact under the narrow streets of the medieval Barri Gòtic, to the palaces and churches of the city’s 12th- and 13th-century golden age and on to the 19th-century L’Eixample neighborhood, where every avenue seems to be lined with flights of architectural fancy in stained glass and wrought iron, ornamental brick, and ceramic tile.

Namibia
Wedged between the Kalahari and the South Atlantic, Namibia enjoys vast potential as one of the youngest countries in Africa. In addition to having a striking diversity of cultures and national origins, Namibia is a photographer’s dream – it boasts wild seascapes, rugged mountains, lonely deserts, stunning wildlife, colonial cities and nearly unlimited elbow room. Nowhere else on earth does such diverse life exist in such harsh conditions. On the gravel plains live ostriches, zebras, gemsboks, springboks, mongooses, ground squirrels and small numbers of other animals, such as black-backed jackals, bat-eared foxes, caracals, aardwolfs and brown hyenas. Along the coast, penguins and seals thrive in the chilly Atlantic currents and in the barren Erongo mountains and Waterberg plateau the last wild black rhinoceros populations are slowly recovering.
