Your task is to find a NON-FICTION article that addresses the conflict of Mankind vs. the implied limits of humanity. You can think about this with respect to Man vs. God, Man vs. Mother Nature, Man vs. Destiny, or as we will refer to it in class, Man vs. W.B.I.O.N. (Whatever You Believe In, Or Nothing). The article can address some of the most commonly controversial topics such as abortion, cloning, assisted suicide, genetic engineering, etc. or a topic of your choosing that discusses the conflict. 
Copy and paste the link to the article in a new post at http://armadafoster.edublogs.org/2012/12/03/hello-world/. Then, provide adequate MLA documentation for the article in a different font color; www.citationmachine.net, www.easybib.com and http://owl.english.purdue.edu/ will help you with this. This means pasting the MLA in text citation (how to cite the article if you were to quote it in a research paper) AND the Works Cited page entry (how to make it appear in a Works Cited page).
You need to make your post by 7:00AM on Friday. Then, from Friday to Sunday at some point, read a few of your classmates’ articles. Provide thoughtful, responsible feedback about at least two other posts. Your comments need to inspire conversation. These two thoughtful responses are due by 7:00AM Monday.  
Then, copy/paste your MLA documentation (MLA in text AND Works Cited entry) onto the rubric. In addition, complete the brainstorm box below for your article with actual words from the text. Consult the rubric to make sure you will earn all 4.0s, print your answers with the rubric, grade yourself and turn it in. There is an example on the back of the rubric.
