Then, because of the prophecy that he would incest, Oedipus planned to flee his hometown.  On his way, he met Lauis at Cithaeron crossroads where he killed all people but one. In doing so, he showed his possible tragic flaw of temper; his other possible flaws are egotism/hubris and seeking too much self-knowledge. He eventually arrived in Thebes and solved the riddle of the Sphinx. As a result, he earned the tragic hero trait of becoming king/high social status. Finally after his discovery of the truth, our tragic hero finally transformed (as tragic heroes tend to do) by becoming humble (and hence losing his hubris) and piercing his owns eyes out in a “dark shower of gore.” In Oedipus’s  monologues at the end of the play, the author Sophocles showed the audience that he believed both free will and destiny were responsible for Oedipus’s tragic fall.
