Peer Editing Diction and Syntax Dissection

If diction is word choice, syntax is sentence choice. To show strong diction, use “effective” or “benevolent” rather than “good;” to show strong syntax, use a complex sentence, compound sentence, colons, semi-colons, dashes, appositives and varied transitions rather than writing monotonous, predictable, “noun-verb” sentences.
