Intro = hook, thesis, list two pro reasons

Pro #1 = Unique reason why thesis is true

Counter Argument = Why thesis might be false

Rebuttal = Why counter argument is false

Pro #2 = Unique reason why thesis is true

Conclusion = Summative, insightful forward thinking

Conclusion Structure

Unique summative transitional phrase, topic sentence that states that the paragraph will be about the author’s intent or effect on the reader if the thesis is true. Supplementary transitional phrase, “out of the box” sentences that examine how one character in particular would exist beyond the text given that the thesis is true. This sentence is a “complex sentence” and uses a colon before a list. Unique summative transitional phrase, thesis reworded. In this last sentence, use an appositive correctly; this appositive is the two pro reasons proven in the essay. 
Conclusion Example


Clearly, Dr. Seuss established the leadership role of the Cat from Cat in the Hat in order to show his readers what leadership should be. In fact, if the Cat existed beyond the pages of The Cat in the Hat, he would more than likely hold multiple roles of leadership: teacher, coach, father or legislator. Therefore, as is evident in a multitude of examples throughout the text, the Cat’s leadership traits, bravery and honesty, serve to demonstrate how the Cat from Dr. Sueuss’ Cat in the Hat was a leader.
