What was said? As potently and precisely as possible, synthesize the events of the text. Paraphrase the text.
How was it said? Specifically, how did the author express the message that he/she was trying to express? What literary techniques were used effectively, and/or ineffectively, in the text? Highlight specific literary devices: metaphor, personification, superb syntax, rhyming scheme, irony, juxtaposition, simile, hyperbole, alliteration/assonance, allusion, etc.  

Why was it said? Specifically, why did the author say what he/she said in the manner that he/she said it? Obviously, this is primarily, but not entirely, a discussion of theme. Be specific, concrete, abstract, literal and figurative in your response. Be sure to address how the poem exudes Romanticism: appreciation of nature, rebellious attitude, and care for the underprivileged.
