Sonnet Lesson Plans
1) For homework, students read the first three pages of the “Sonnet background” packet.

2) In class the next day, students share what they learned or questions that they had from the packet. The person that did the Thomas Foster chapter for sonnets shares their ideas from the chapter. Together we go over packet 4 of the packet that discusses Shakespearean sonnets.

3) Students read and answer questions for the article called “Sonnet in the 21st century”. 

4) Together, we do Sonnet 104 analysis. They read it, T4 it, the try to translate each line, then check their answers with the paraphrase column. Together, we try to analyze the purpose and function of each stanza and of the couplet. 
5) Give the sonnet cooperative assignment and pick a due date together. Tell them that we will break down a few sonnets together to give them practice for this assignment. 

6) Together on the screen we break down several sonnets from the document called “sonnets to do with class” Together, we try to analyze the purpose and function of each stanza and of the couplet.

7) Students break down sonnet 90 individually; we share answers.

8) Students are given some in class time to work with partner to find a sonnet and break it down for the project, suing me as a resource.

9) Together we review the “how to write a sonnet” document. I share my sonnet I. Then, as a class, we write one quatrain of a sonnet together. Then, break the class into three different groups and each has to write the remaining quatrains and couplet; before they write, we decide together the function and purpose of each. We share the sonnet together and someone puts it on a poster to display. 

10) Students are told they need to write their own and together we pick a due date. 
11) Reflection on the sonnet process.
