YOU will determine your grade based on the time and effort 
(and, indirectly, the proficiency) you display this trimester. 
Your grade at the end of this trimester will either be an A, B, or I (incomplete).
There are only 8 “STAPLE” assignments that are “mandatory” this trimester. 
All tasks are at armadafoster.weebly.com ( Scarlet Letter 
To earn a “B”:

You will need to complete all eight staple tasks by the due date. By “complete,” I mean demonstrate task completion to the best of your ability; show me you put the time and effort into the pre-planning, execution and revision of each task; and earn at least a 2/4 on each learning target assessed in all 8 tasks. In other words, do these 8 activities, earn at least a 2/4 on all six learning targets for the trimester by 11:59PM on 5/16/14, and you will have earned a “B”.

To earn an “A”:

You will need to do all of the requirements listed above to get a “B”. In addition, you will have two more requirements: more effort and more proficiency. Specifically, you will have to complete at least three more “supplemental” assignments by the due dates. Two of these assignments is an additional selection from the menu list on our website, and another is one that you independently created to demonstrate at least three learning targets. In other words, show me that you put time and effort into your learning that was above and beyond what was “required” of you three times (twice by doing extra assignments that I created and once by creating your own assignment). Also, you need to earn at least a 3/4 on all six learning targets for the trimester by 11:59PM on 5/16/14. Do this and you will have earned an “A”.

To earn an “I”:
If you are lacking in effort, diligence, grit and/or resilience, you will earn an “I” for “Incomplete.” “Incomplete” is a designation for student who failed to complete one or more of the “staple” assignments by the due date and/or scored less than 2/4 on any of the six learning targets that were assessed during the trimester. Do this and you will have earned an “I”.

· Assignments will be no more time consuming nor require no more skill proficiency than has been indicated by the previous two trimesters of this class

· You will have an effort and feedback log to monitor your progress throughout the trimester. 

· “I” = no credit for third trimester English = no diploma
