Macbeth 
Act Four and Five Quizzical
While you are taking this quiz individually, your group needs to go another room and film a Vine (six second video) that encapsulates a 1600s, authentic crowd reaction to one of the following scenes that Mr. Foster assigns you. 

1) Three new witch prophecies: Act IV, scene I, lines 70-95

2) Slaughtering of MacDuff’s family: Act IV, scene ii, lines 75-82

3) Superfluous dialogue: all of Act IV, scene iii

4) Lady Macbeth’s sleep walking confession: Act V, scene I, lines 25-55
5) MacDuff reentering: Act V, scene viii, line 53
1) How are each of the three new prophecies fulfilled? 
2) What three sins/crimes did Lady Macbeth reveal during her sleepwalking? Why is it significant that Shakespeare had her reveal them subconsciously? 
3) Define theme. What is the theme of the text? Justify one way that a character other than Macbeth exuded this theme. 
4) "How does X show Y in the play?" You can logically infer that I am asking for a relationship between literary devices and thematic elements of the text. "How do the trees make up the forest in Macbeth?", in other words. Wow me (
5) Rationalize how the motif of perception vs. reality/“masks”/deceit/appearance vs. actuality is utilized effectively throughout Shakespeare’s works by comparing a specific scene from Macbeth to another scene in another Shakespearean drama. 
Vine answers:

1) Three new witch prophecies: Act IV, scene I, lines 70-95 = intrigue, mesmerized, shocked, eager with anticipation, pretty sure that THESE prophecies will come true as well.
2) Slaughtering of MacDuff’s family: Act IV, scene ii, lines 75-82: shock (even though MacDuff’s son gets away-kinda like Fleance), intrigue, expected almost because MB tends to slaughter people
3) Superfluous dialogue: all of Act IV, scene iii: boredom
4) Lady Macbeth’s sleep walking confession: Act V, scene I, lines 25-55: surprise that the cold Lady MB would admit it, then realization that she didn’t really admit it because she was sleep walking
5) MacDuff reentering: Act V, scene viii, line 53: sadness that play is over and MB is dead, but relief that theme is true
Quiz Answers

1) Macduff born Ceasarian section = “from his mother’s womb untimely ripped”, Beware Macduff kills MB, Malcolm and his crew wore the branches of Birnam wood and marched into Dunsinane

2) Duncan’s death, Banquo’s death, Macduff’s Family’s death, out damned spot = Lady MB would never confess in public; she is static and cold and unrepentant-on the surface and in public. 

3) Universal, author’s message, complete sentence/absolute power, Macbeth’s embodiment of tragic hero is obvious, but also, Lady MB “confessed” to her guilt and she died because of her desire for power, Malcom at first wanted lots of power when he was talking to Macduff, then changed his mind and calmed down and he lived and (not ironically, but instead to masterfully show the opposite of the “absolute power hungry” theme) he becomes king-powerful
4) Tragic Hero: High social status, character flaw (downfall), transformation…Power-getting evil acts…Dying and royalty (thane)…Hubris, cocky, egocentric…all shows theme. 
5) Fair is foul, friend is foe, unnatural: MAAN masks and notes and spying, Hamlet spying, RJ poison, King Lear dressing up as  homeless people, Tempest dressing up as opposite gender
