1) What was said? As potently and precisely as possible, synthesize the events of the text. Be sure to use (AND UNDERLINE) the following terms (or at least ideas) correctly in your synthesis: climax, setting, narrative point of view, antagonist, protagonist, type of conflict, and biographical/cultural influence.

2) How was it said? Specifically, how did the author express the message that he/she was trying to express? What literary techniques were used effectively, and/or ineffectively, in the text? Explain (AND UNDERLINE) at least three specific, unique ways that the author expressed his/her message. 

3) Why was it said? Specifically, why did the author say what he/she said in the manner that he/she said it. Obviously, this is a discussion of theme, author’s intent and examining the broader context of the piece. Be specific, concrete, abstract, literal and figurative in your response. 

4) So what? In other words, what does this have to do with your life? What possible could this tale have to do with a 21st century American high school student? Cite at least one rationale for you to personally read this text. Also, cite at least one rationale for any American to read the text. Think globally, insightfully and transformationally.
