Bomb Shelter Activity

One evening a year from now, you invite ten friends over for dinner. In the middle of dinner, you hear an air raid siren. You turn on the TV and the Department of Defense is announcing that enemy terrorist planes are approaching. Fortunately, (since you are a psycho freak) you have a well-equipped bomb shelter in the basement. You direct your guests, and a mechanic who has been (conveniently) fixing the broken air conditioner to go into the shelter. Shortly after you all enter the shelter, a terrific blast shakes the earth. An atomic bomb has fallen. For four hours, you get nothing but static on the satellite radio, then you hear this announcement, “A bomb of great magnitude has hit the city. Damage is extensive and radiation is intense. It is feared that everyone not in shelters are dead from the blast or from radiation. All people in shelters are warned that it will be fatal to leave until one month has passed. This may be the last message you hear for some time.” 

You realize that you have eleven people in a shelter equipped with food, water and oxygen. This supply of necessary items will last these eleven people for only two weeks, OR it will last six people for the needed one month time period. Everyone agrees that you (since the shelter is yours) will remain and that you must chose who is to stay in the shelter to live and who will be forced the leave the shelter and face certain death.


In making the decision, keep the following in mind: You must remain in the shelter; all the facts about the incident and the people are true and unchangeable; you must release five and exactly five people; consider all factors of the guests and your own personality for survival.

Biographical profiles of the ten guests

-Mary, a psychology professor, is a few years older than the rest of the group. The others respect her and recognize her ability to take control and calm people down. Although she is rather cold and impersonal, she has already helped to settle an argument between two people and ease everyone’s nervousness. Mary has been blind since birth and relies on the other members of the group for sight in the unfamiliar bomb shelter.

-Anne is studying nutrition and dietetics. She is very attractive, dresses like a “hoochie” and is flirtatious. One of the things she did was appraise the food supply. Her training has given her practical knowledge of how to ration food to avoid waste. She is an imaginative cook who can fix food appealingly. She is efficient to the point of being domineering and bossy. Anne was also recently convicted for stealing millions of dollars from her company. 

-Cara is a brilliant girl who has been given graduate internship to do research on atomic radiation. Her scientific knowledge of the situation would be helpful, as experts believe she will be the next Einstein if she had more science experience. She has been pampered all her life and is horrified at wearing the same clothes for a month, being unable to take a bath or wash her hair and sleeping in the same room as five other people. 

-Laura is a literature major, has read extensively, and writes well. She has entertained and diverted the group by retelling one of the books she has recently read. She has six kids and loving husband that survived in their own bomb shelter and that she will be reunited with if she stays in your shelter. She also has small pox.

-Diane has a pleasant personality. However, she has been the most nervous and upset of the group. Her temperamental, excitable mood is partially due to the fact that she is expecting a baby in two months. 

-Jack is a medical student and Diane’s husband. He has had two years of medical study, three years as a campus medical director, and has a close association with his father who is also a doctor. However, he refuses to stay without his wife, Diane. (You cannot keep Jack without keeping Diane). 

-Rusty is the mechanic who was working on the air conditioning unit. He has practical knowledge. His formal education ended with high school. He does understand air filtration systems, air purifiers, and oxygen supply. He is rather dull and chubby. Anne has already reprimanded him for taking a candy bar from the food supply. Despite his understanding of the technical aspects, he fails to grasp the necessity of self-control.

-Luke is a young minister and is easy going. His calmness, optimism and faith are an inspiration for the group. His presence is reassuring. He helped Cara restrain her tearful outburst. At this time, however, he revealed that he has learned to remain calm because he is a diabetic. He requires a special diet and becomes tired easily. Excitement causes him to faint; he has not had a diabetic seizure for two weeks.

-Steve is a clean, cut, husky football player. He is highly respected. He performed the heavy work of lifting the metal plate that had to be placed over the shelter door. He is also a romantic and gets along with everyone well, especially the girls. He brought his guitar over, which he can play well and sing to even better. 

-Your mother is 96 years old. She has been staying at your house because she is bed-ridden. She has cancer and you volunteered to have her spend her last dying days with you. According to the doctors, she will live exactly 31 more days. She has been a loving, caring mother to you and the entire group has been partially raised by her at some time in their lives.
