1) Standards Based Learning: It is my goal that your final grade in this class is an accurate reflection of your ability to read and write English. See the attached explanations and procedures that explain Standards Based Learning to see how we will attempt to make this goal a reality.  
2) Employability specifics:

c. Scribes: For each new day of class, someone will be designated a “scribe.” The scribe names are posted on the board. This scribe will be responsible for writing a narrative summary of the day’s events, activities, notes and homework to post on twitter by using the class hashtag by 7:00pm on the student’s scribe day. If you are absent, it will be your responsibility to consult the class hashtag on twitter after 7:00pm, review the narrative of the day’s events, download any handouts and complete any practice assignments. Any student who does not consult the class hashtag after an absence will not be allowed to make up the work that he or she missed. Students will be allowed a one-day deadline extension for each day they are absent. 

3) Late Work/Missing Work:  A student’s work ethic and behavior are independent of his/her proficiency in the content. Therefore, late work and missing work will be monitored and reported as Citizenship proficiency, but will not be a factor in determining a student’s final grade. If you do not complete a summative assessment by the due date, Mr. Foster will not have enough evidence to accurately assess your proficiency in the learning targets. With this in mind, you will earn an “I” (incomplete) for the class until all learning targets are assessed.
