Learning Targets Log
Each time you show proficiency in a learning target and earn a score and/or feedback, record it as the next “chapter” in a narrative you are writing about your learning. Feedback can be words from the rubric, teacher written/oral comments, peer editing. Use the exemplar (strong example) as a model to guide your narrative. 
Exemplar
Main Ideas: On 6/20/14, we read an article called “Mr. Foster is Awesome.” We answered some comprehension questions. I got most of them right and got a score of 2.5/4. Mr. Foster wrote, “Clear main ideas”

Details: On 6/20/14, we read an article called “Mr. Foster is Awesome.” We answered some comprehension questions. I messed up most of the details and got a score of ¼. Mr. Foster wrote, “Many of your details actually main ideas.”

Theme: On 6/20/14, we read an article called “Mr. Foster is Awesome.” We answered some comprehension questions. I had no idea how to find the theme or thesis. 

Vocab: On 6/20/14, we read an article called “Mr. Foster is Awesome.” We had to do a vocab hunt. I got a 2/4. Mr. Foster said I knew word parts and context clues, but struggled with parts of speech.
Reading Learning Targets as a whole: I would call myself about 50% proficient in the reading learning targets as of 6/20/14. I get the gist of texts, but I TEMPORARILY struggle with details and big picture stuff. I will fix this. 
Position: On 6/22/14, we wrote a persuasive essay about school uniforms. I earned a 2/4 on proving my thesis. Mr. Foster wrote, “How do the examples prove the thesis?” three times on my essay. I need to add two sentences per paragraph that explain how the details of each of my arguments make my thesis true. Like for my first pro, I need to say how the cost of school uniforms makes them a bad idea. 
Organization: On 6/22/14, we wrote a persuasive essay about school uniforms. I earned a 2.5/4 on organization. Mr. Foster didn’t write any feedback about this one, but he circled “basic transitions” on the rubric. I need to change my weak transitions like “However” to a complex sentence like “While this may be true…”
Support: 
1) On 6/19/14, we had to find quotes that supported out thesis. I got a ¼. I didn’t have enough time to finish and only got one quote. Mr. Foster didn’t write feed back but circled “lacking strong evidence” on the rubric. I am confident I can do this with more time. 

2) On 6/22/14, we wrote a persuasive essay about school uniforms. I earned a 1/4 on support. Mr. Foster wrote, “What specific details prove your topic sentence?” three times on my essay. I need to add concrete evidence that shows why each of my ideas is true. 
Grammar:

1) On 6/21/14, we played a game with possessive ‘S. We had to write what we learned from the game. I got a 3/3 and Foster wrote “insightful reflection”.” I pretty much got possessive ‘S

2) On 6/22/14, we wrote a persuasive essay about school uniforms. I earned a 1/4 on proving my thesis. Mr. Foster wrote, “Watch writing minute errors” on my essay. I was missing quite a few commas and used too much informal language-including first person. 
3) On 6/23/14, we wrote a letter to our parents. I got a 2/4. Foster didn’t write feedback, but he circled “partially consistent”. I need to just pay attention to my grammar more. 

Technology: On 6/22/14, we wrote a persuasive essay about school uniforms. I earned a 3.5/4 on technology. Mr. Foster wrote, “clear format, creative title, adding pictures was above and beyond” on my essay. I am good at using technology to accomplish a task. 
Writing Learning Targets as a whole: As of 6/22/14, I am about 50% proficient at writing. I am on the write track with setting up the essay and proving my thesis, I just need to pay more attention to details like evidence and grammar.  
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
