Peer Editing Model

1) After bringing a specific number (3-5) of copies of your best draft to class, you will be arranged into groups of that same number. In these groups, please pass out one draft to each person; keep one for yourself. 

2) The youngest person begins as the reader, and the rest of the group members are listeners. The first reader reads his/her paper out loud to the group. During this time, the reader is to make changes to their drafts that they seem fit. 

3) As the reader is reading, the listeners are silently taking notes on the reader’s draft. These comments should be focused and pertain to specific areas of improvement that are on the rubric. One suggestion is that the listeners make positive comments on the right margin and suggested improvements in the left margin. Listeners should keep the acronym S.T.A.R. in mind: find suggest items to Substitute, highlight items to Take out, provide items to Add, and make clear which items should be Rearranged. Each listener will sign each essay that they listen to and revise. 

4) After reading his/her own draft aloud, the reader is then silent as the listeners discuss their notes about the paper aloud. In their discussion, the listeners must each be sure to mention the positive attributes of the paper and the suggested areas of improvement-highlighting specific examples from the text. At this time, the original reader is silently taking many notes, on his/her draft, that record the listeners’ suggestions. 

5) A major point of emphasis is that listeners comment on the paper, the work, or the writing and not the reader, the author, or the writer. For example, comments from the listeners will begin, “A strong point of the paper is that…” not “One of your strong points is…”

6) After this initial phase, the next youngest student is selected as the next reader, and the process repeats. 
7) At the end of the entire process, each person should have multiple peer edited drafts of strong points and suggestions for improvement. 
8) At home, each reader reviews all listeners’ comments and makes appropriate amendments.

Cite specific S.T.A.R. examples from your classmates’ papers below. This means actually writing words from your peers’ papers, and words that you wrote, which demonstrate ways that you that you Substituted, Took out, Added and Rearranged.
