1984 Pre-reading Research
In a “diad” or triad,” you will need to do research for one of the following topics. Then, you will need to post your findings on blackboard under “1984 Background.” We have done this already for Bless Me, Ultima and it should take you about 45 minutes. Simply copy and paste pertinent information and write a summary/reflection in your own words in a different font color. Finally, you will need to prepare a thorough, yet concise outline for an informative, expository speech you will give to the class about your topic. For your speech, you will present the class with a handout that depicts the important points of your topic. Three ways that you can and should do this are through an easy to remember catch phrase, a metaphor and a picture. In other words, construct each of these three items (catch phrase, a metaphor and a picture) in an easy to follow and fun to read handout that all students can use to become instantly and engagingly informed about your topic.
