Oakland University student teachers are expected to include the following “KEY COMPONENTS” in every lesson plan:

1. Select an objective appropriate to the learners’ skills, knowledge and abilities.
(Identifies what learning outcomes are to be accomplished at lesson’s end.)
2. Reference to Benchmarks and/Standards

3.   Present reasons/purposes that motivate students to put effort into learning. This part of 

      a lesson plan may be referred to as the set or anticipatory set.  
4.   Link past experiences of the learners to the skills or content to be taught.
(This assists meaning as the teacher connects prior knowledge to new knowledge.             

Meaning increases motivation and retention.)

5.  List of materials needed to ensure lesson success.


6.   Describe learning activities (procedures that involve teacher/learner behaviors) that
· present information in a variety of ways (meaningful processing) including telling, showing, reading, experimenting, creating, etc.

· are observable throughout the lesson, allowing the teacher to monitor teacher/student progress and adjust as necessary.

· allows students to choose their strongest learning modes (linguistic, logical/mathematical, visual/spatial, bodily/kinesthetic, musical/rhythmic, interpersonal/social, interpersonal/introspective or understanding of nature.  (See Gardner’s theory of multiple intelligences p300.  Try to use the different intelligence strengths of individuals or the group.  Stay with the learners, monitor progress, adjust activities to make them more effective.)

             7.   Plan specific closure by assessing student progress AND reviewing their 

understanding. (Closure also describes the covert process whereby the learner’s working memory summarizes for itself its perception of what has been learned.  Students mentally summarize lesson concepts and decide whether they make sense and have meaning.  Closure can be used at various times in a lesson.)
8.   Determine a method(s) of assessment so that you know if the objective was met.

(There are a variety of ways to obtain and use feedback to assess learning. This involves checking for understanding to verify if students understood what they were learning.  Use of wait time allows student recall to occur.)
9. Provide opportunities for students to extend their thinking -- independent practice.
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
