Teacher Movement Observation

After recording the kids of questions teachers tend to ask in class, let’s find out where they ask them. By where, I mean literal physical location. 

Some teachers tend to fly around the room as they teach and some teachers tend to stay in one place. Other times, a teacher is constrained in their movement because of a particular activity (ELMO, clicker, presentation, etc.) 

Your task is to observe a teacher over _____ consecutive days and record his or her physical movement through each class period. The first step would be drawing a map of the class; be sure to include door location, student desks, teacher desk and any other points of interest. 

During your observation, record and time stamp where the teacher performs his or her tasks for the class period. For example, on any given day for Mr. Foster’s class, you would draw an X outside my classroom and record the time before class begins-as I usually greet kids as they walk in the room. Then, you would record that I explained the writing minute for the day right inside my door for four minutes. Then, you would track movement to my desk to take attendance for 90 seconds. It would be a smart idea to make many blank copies of your map. 
Be professional about when and how you observe. Review the Teacher Cadet code of conduct to remember that you are a formal observer and not a member of the class you are observing. Keep in mind that you are gathering objective data and don’t want to unduly influence the environment in which you are observing so as to not skew the results of your data. 
By the due date of ______________, make your minimum ______ observations and type the results in a map that is easy to read. _______ Teacher Cadet hour mentor observation is the minimum, but you may observe more on your own if possible. With this in mind, clearly label your map. In addition, be sure to include in your report the logistics of your observations: the name of the class, the time of day the observation was made, the number of students in the class, the topic being covered during the observation block, the kind of teaching activities (lecture, class discussion, individual work time, etc.) and any other logistical information that you deem necessary (the name of the teacher is irrelevant). 
In addition, include an expository paragraph that provides insight about your findings. This paragraph answers questions such as, “What patterns did you see?” “What conclusion can you draw from the data?” “How does this inform what you know (or thought you knew) about teaching?” This paragraph needs to be typed in third person, formal language and will be graded using the rubric on the back of this page. Please staple this rubric as the last page of your report.
